CNC SAW AND AUTOSAW

SAFETY AND OPERATING PROCEDURE

A.
SAFETY

1. Know where the emergency power shut off is located in case of an emergency.

2. Always notify your Supervisor immediately if any electrical or mechanical problems on the saw.  Lock out equipment.

3. Always use a chip hook to remove scrap and small parts.

4. Stack materials on pallets in a safe manner before moving so that parts won’t fall when the band is cut.  Use a criss-cross pattern whenever possible.

5. Do not stack the pallets beyond a safe height.

6. Never put any part of your body near a moving blade.

7. Do not handle material without gloves.  Material edges are extremely sharp.

8. Do not put your hands between vise and material.

B.
OPERATING
1. When pushing material on the lift, always use safety arms. Do not lower the scissors safety arms until the load is banded.

2. Check that the accu-lube system is working properly if present.

3. Always adjust blade feed and speed correctly.

4. You must notify others when moving material with the overhead crane.  

5. Use caution when unraveling a saw blade.  Do it slowly, wear gloves and do tie it securely in a coil before putting it into the brown scrap bin.

6. Adjust blade to proper tension.  Make sure the blade direction is correct to eliminate any potential machine damage.  Check the blade for cracks.

7. When tilting the head be sure to adjust the blade guide shroud

8. Make a dry run before the actual cut.

9. Practice good housekeeping at all times.  Always put your tools back after you set up.

10. Turn the power off when leaving the saw area.

11. Never attempt a cut until you are sure vise has properly clamped.

12. Compressed air must not be used anywhere around the saw or material racks.
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
